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Stepped reflecting pools embellished with sym-
bolic sculptures and bordered by an allee of 
Italian cypress grace Maguire Gardens at the 
west entrance of the city’s beloved historic Los 
Angeles Public Library. Considered by some 
the center and soul of the city, the library was 
designed by Bertram Goodhue in 1926. The archi-

tecturally mixed building was respectfully restored and expanded 
in 1993. The tree shaded Maguire Gardens built over a parking 
structure and enlivened by a wealth of diverting fountains, public 
art pieces and restaurants were also constructed at this time. 
This is a wonderful place to sit, have a snack and savor the city’s 
passing parade and gleaming skyline,  and perhaps, even dream 
a little.
